Son Of David 

 
MATTHEW 1:1 
1.   The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham. 
 
MATTHEW 21:9 
29.   And the multitudes that went before, and that followed, cried, saying, Hosanna to the Son 
of David: Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord; Hosanna in the highest. 
 
MARK 10:46-48 
46.   And they came to Jericho: and as he went out of Jericho with his disciples and a great 
number of people, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the highway side begging. 
47.   And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou 
Son of David, have mercy on me. 
48.   And many charged him that he should hold his peace: but he cried the more a great deal, 
Thou Son of David, have mercy on me. 
 
MATTHEW 15:22-28 
22.   And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, 
Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 
23.   But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her 
away; for she crieth after us. 
24.   But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 
25.   Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. 
26.   But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs. 
27.   And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' 
table. 
28.   Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as 
thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour. 
 
LUKE 1:30-33 
30.   And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God. 
31.   And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name 
JESUS. 
32.   He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give 
unto him the throne of his father David: 
33.   And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. 



 
 

 
TIMELINE OF EVENTS (with Scriptural references): 
 
RESURRECTION / RAPTURE: 
 
I THESSALONIANS 4:13-18 
13.   But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that 
ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope. 
14.   For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will 
God bring with him. 
15.   For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto 
the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep. 
16.   For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, 
and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 
17.   Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to 
meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 
18.   Wherefore comfort one another with these words. 
 
MARRIAGE SUPPER / 2 WITNESSES / GREAT TRIBULATION PERIOD: 
 
MATTHEW 25:1-13 
1.   Then shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which took their lamps, and 
went forth to meet the bridegroom.   2.   And five of them were wise, and five were foolish. 
3.   They that were foolish took their lamps, and took no oil with them:   4.   But the wise took oil 
in their vessels with their lamps.   5.   While the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept. 
6.   And at midnight there was a cry made, Behold, the bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet 
him.   7.   Then all those virgins arose, and trimmed their lamps.   8.   And the foolish said unto 
the wise, Give us of your oil; for our lamps are gone out.   9.   But the wise answered, saying, 
Not so; lest there be not enough for us and you: but go ye rather to them that sell, and buy for 
yourselves.   10.   And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came; and they that were ready 
went in with him to the marriage: and the door was shut. 
11.   Afterward came also the other virgins, saying, Lord, Lord, open to us. 
12.   But he answered and said, Verily I say unto you, I know you not. 
13.   Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh. 
 
REVELATION 16:15 
15.   Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk 
naked, and they see his shame.  
 



 
 

REVELATION 19:6-9 
6.   And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude, and as the voice of many waters, and as 
the voice of mighty thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth. 
7.   Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and 
his wife hath made herself ready. 
8.   And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine 
linen is the righteousness of saints. 
9.   And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of 
the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God. 
 
REVELATION 11:3-13 
3.   And I will give power unto my two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a thousand two 
hundred and threescore days, clothed in sackcloth.   4.   These are the two olive trees, and the two 
candlesticks standing before the God of the earth.   5.   And if any man will hurt them, fire 
proceedeth out of their mouth, and devoureth their enemies: and if any man will hurt them, he 
must in this manner be killed.   6.   These have power to shut heaven, that it rain not in the days 
of their prophecy: and have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to smite the earth with 
all plagues, as often as they will.   7.   And when they shall have finished their testimony, the 
beast that ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make war against them, and shall overcome 
them, and kill them.   8.   And their dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great city, which 
spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lord was crucified.   9.   And they of the 
people and kindreds and tongues and nations shall see their dead bodies three days and an half, 
and shall not suffer their dead bodies to be put in graves.   10.   And they that dwell upon the 
earth shall rejoice over them, and make merry, and shall send gifts one to another; because these 
two prophets tormented them that dwelt on the earth.   11.   And after three days and an half the 
Spirit of life from God entered into them, and they stood upon their feet; and great fear fell upon 
them which saw them.   12.   And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto them, Come 
up hither. And they ascended up to heaven in a cloud; and their enemies beheld them. 
13.   And the same hour was there a great earthquake, and the tenth part of the city fell, and in 
the earthquake were slain of men seven thousand: and the remnant were affrighted, and gave 
glory to the God of heaven. 
 
MATTHEW 24:21 
21.   For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to 
this time, no, nor ever shall be. 
 
REVELATION 7:13 
13.   And one of the elders answered, saying unto me, What are these which are arrayed in white 
robes? and whence came they? 



 
 

14.   And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they which came out 
of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of the 
Lamb. 
15.   Therefore are they before the throne of God, and serve him day and night in his temple: and 
he that sitteth on the throne shall dwell among them. 
 
REVELATION 16:16 
16.   And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon. 
 
ZECHARIAH 14:2-3 
2.   For I will gather all nations against Jerusalem to battle; and the city shall be taken, and the 
houses rifled, and the women ravished; and half of the city shall go forth into captivity, and the 
residue of the people shall not be cut off from the city.    3.   Then shall the LORD go forth, and 
fight against those nations, as when he fought in the day of battle. 
 
MILLENNIUM: 
 
THE RESURRECTION OF LAZARUS [53-1122] 
   Now, there's postmillennium, premillennium, no Millennium. And if you say, “I don't 
believe in any at all.” That's all right, we're still brothers. We're brothers just the same, 
but I just kinda believe there's going to be that reign… 
 
REVELATION 20:1-6 
1.   And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a great 
chain in his hand. 
2.   And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound 
him a thousand years, 
3.   And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he 
should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he 
must be loosed a little season. 
4.   And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw 
the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which 
had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their 
foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 
5.   But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This is the 
first resurrection. 
6.   Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath 
no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand 
years. 



 
 

 
ISAIAH 11:6-9 
6.   The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the 
calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them. 
7.   And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion 
shall eat straw like the ox. 
8.   And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child shall put his 
hand on the cockatrice' den. 
9.   They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of the 
knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea. 
 
ISAIAH 65:21-25 
21.   And they shall build houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and eat the 
fruit of them.   22.   They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and another 
eat: for as the days of a tree are the days of my people, and mine elect shall long enjoy the work of 
their hands.   23.   They shall not labour in vain, nor bring forth for trouble; for they are the seed 
of the blessed of the LORD, and their offspring with them.   24.   And it shall come to pass, that 
before they call, I will answer; and while they are yet speaking, I will hear.   25.   The wolf and 
the lamb shall feed together, and the lion shall eat straw like the bullock: and dust shall be the 
serpent's meat. They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain, saith the LORD. 
 
WHY ARE PEOPLE SO TOSSED ABOUT? [56-0101] 
   Sin, sickness, and sorrow will be ended, and we'll live this glorious Millennium with 
Thee. We're longing for that great day. 
 
THE MARK OF THE BEAST [54-0513] 
   …lived here on earth, right here, in body form for a thousand years without sickness, 
sorrow, trouble, or death, that great golden age coming in now. 
 
GOG & MAGOG: 
 
REVELATION 20:7-10 
7.   And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison, 
8.   And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog and 
Magog, to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of the sea. 
9.   And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the saints about, 
and the beloved city: and fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured them. 
10.   And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the 
beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever. 



 
 

 
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS [62-0527] 
   And then at the return of the church and the Bride, the Bride and Christ shall walk out 
upon their ashes in the Millennium, when the earth is purified by fire. And there they 
shall reign. And the heathens that's never heard the Gospel shall be raised in that time, 
and the sons of God will be manifested. If he's to reign, he's got to have something to 
reign over; he's got a domain.

DANIEL 12:2 
2.   And many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some to everlasting life, and 
some to shame and everlasting contempt. 
 
DANIEL 7:9-10 
9.   I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the Ancient of days did sit, whose garment was 
white as snow, and the hair of his head like the pure wool: his throne was like the fiery flame, and 
his wheels as burning fire.   10.   A fiery stream issued and came forth from before him: thousand 
thousands ministered unto him, and ten thousand times ten thousand stood before him: the 
judgment was set, and the books were opened. 
 
REVELATION 20:11-15 
11.   And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the 
heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.   12.   And I saw the dead, small and 
great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the 
book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, 
according to their works.   13.   And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell 
delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their 
works.   14.   And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. 
15.   And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire. 
 
CHURCH AGE BOOK   The first death is separating from our loved ones. We're go in 
the Presence of God, never out of His Presence. See? Now, if there's a second death, 
then it'd have to be the death of the soul. And then he that overcomes the world, or 
overcomes the things of the world, has Eternal Life and shall not be touched by the 
second death. There you are, Eternal Life.
