PROVERBS 27:5   Open rebuke is better than secret love. 
 
MARK 8:31-33 
31.   And he began to teach them, that the Son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected 
of the elders, and of the chief priests, and scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise again. 
32.   And he spake that saying openly. And Peter took him, and began to rebuke him. 
33.   But when he had turned about and looked on his disciples, he rebuked Peter, saying, Get 
thee behind me, Satan: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but the things that be of 
men. 
 
I TIMOTHY 1:18-20 
18.   This charge I commit unto thee, son Timothy, according to the prophecies which went before 
on thee, that thou by them mightest war a good warfare; 
19.   Holding faith, and a good conscience; which some having put away concerning faith have 
made shipwreck:   20.   Of whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; whom I have delivered unto 
Satan, that they may learn not to blaspheme. 
 
II TIMOTHY 2:16-18 
16.   But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness. 
17.   And their word will eat as doth a canker: of whom is Hymenaeus and Philetus; 
18.   Who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is past already; and 
overthrow the faith of some.

10a.   For Demas hath forsaken me, having loved this present world, and is departed unto

14.   Alexander the coppersmith did me much evil: the Lord reward him according to his 
works:   15.   Of whom be thou ware also; for he hath greatly withstood our words. 
 
GALATIANS 2:11-14 
11.   But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be 
blamed. 
12.   For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were 
come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision. 



 
 

13.   And the other Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that Barnabas also was carried 
away with their dissimulation. 
14.   But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said 
unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do 
the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the Jews? 
 
III JOHN 1:9   [THE DISCIPLE OF LOVE] 
9.   I wrote unto the church: but Diotrephes, who loveth to have the preeminence among them, 
receiveth us not. 
10.   Wherefore, if I come, I will remember his deeds which he doeth, prating against us with 
malicious words: and not content therewith, neither doth he himself receive the brethren, and 
forbiddeth them that would, and casteth them out of the church.

   Someone got after me; a great, noted minister, not long ago. Said, “Brother Branham, 
come. I want to lay hands on you.” Said, “You’re going to ruin your ministry.” 
   I said, “What?” 
   Said, “Bawling them people out like that.” 
   I said, “I’m telling the...” 
   Said, “I believe that.” Said, “I’m a Pentecostal, too. I believe that women shouldn’t 
wear short hair, shouldn’t wear paints, and these things like that the way they do, paint 
their faces up.” Said, “They shouldn’t do that. But,” said, “God called you to pray for 
the sick.”
